County Case Management Ends 
Due to the State’s implementation of a managed care 
system for all Iowans with Medicaid insurance, the county 
Case Management program ended on June 30th.  Hardin 
County Case Management program started July 1, 1998 with 
Case Managers Brenda Meyer and Mary Rosendahl, Director 
Linn Adams, and Support Staff Carol Haywood.  Case 
Manager Rebecca Heitland joined the agency a few years 
later. The staff served local clients for the past 18 years, 
joining in with Story and Franklin County staff 2 years ago to 
form Central Iowa Case Management (CICM).  Once it was 
decided last year that the management of Medicaid clients 
would be turned over to three Managed Care Organizations 
(MCOs), the counties had to consider the feasibility of the 
program.  In January, in light of the loss of several staff to 
MCOs, the financial uncertainty created by the managed 
care, and other considerations, the counties voted to end 
the program.  Most Hardin County case management clients 
were transferred directly to the MCOs or to DHS Case 
Management.  Case Managers Brenda Meyer and Rebecca 
Heitland left the agency last December to work for 
MCOs.  Case Manager Mary Rosendahl accepted a new CICS 
regional position as Service Coordination Specialist and Linn 
Adams assumed additional regional duties as CICS 
Coordination Officer. The decision was difficult but the 
transition has gone smoothly for the most part.  Anyone 
with questions or needing assistance in regard to the 
implementation to the MCOs is welcome to contact Hardin 
County Community Services at (641)939-8167.   
 
On a positive note, as part of the CICS region Hardin County 
has expanded Service Coordination.  Jodi Hamilton joined 
the Hardin County Office in January as the County Service 
Coordinator/Social Worker.  She will provide coordination to 
those receiving regional funding and assist Hardin County 
residents as needed to access benefits, make referrals, and 
assist with other needs.  Jodi had previously worked as a 
Case Manager in Franklin County.  Former Case Manager 
Mary Rosendahl was hired as a CICS Service Coordination 
Specialist and began her new duties June 20th.  She will work 
out of the Hardin County Office.  We welcome both of these 
individuals to their new positions as we expand our ability to 
meet the needs of citizens.
